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Pashko L. A. Leadership in public administration: a modern reconsideration of the essence

Attentionis drawn to the need to update the substantive essence of leadership in government activity
through the prism of publicity — its most important feature. It is noted that the modern understanding
of the concept of leadership in public administration should be based on the clarified essence of the
concepts: “‘public”, “publicity” and “government”. The latest research and publications on leadership
in public administration are analyzed and the main approaches of scientists are identified. The need
to update the conceptual understanding of the essence of the concept of public leadership through
the prism of its publicity as the most important feature and mission is emphasized. At the same
time, it is noted that public leadership is of a social, not personal or personality nature. It was found
that the public, public nature actualizes all levels of implementation of public leadership in state
and administrative activities, namely: personal, team, institutional, community. It was recognized
that the resonance of such leadership has inevitable results and consequences, unfortunately not
only positive, but also negative, for public authorities in particular and for citizens and society as a
whole. It is proposed to consider leadership styles substantiated by scientists as components and
criteria for evaluating public leadership, since each of them embodies either a certain personality
trait of the subject-manager — the leader, or a characteristic of his power activities. It is proposed
to consider leadership styles substantiated by scientists as components and criteria for evaluating
public leadership, since each of them embodies either a certain personality trait of the subject-
manager — the leader, or a characteristic of his power activities. The inexpediency of dividing
leadership into political and managerial leadership is emphasized, since it is proposed to consider
them as components of public leadership in the public administration system. Scientific directions for
further research into the issues of public leadership have been identified: minimizing the negative
impacts of public leadership on the efficiency and effectiveness of the Ukrainian state; mechanisms
for ensuring public leadership in the post-war period of the functioning of the Ukrainian state; public
leadership and the modern digital state; features of the implementation of public leadership at all
levels, namely: personal, team, institutional, community.
